They co-founded the now annual and internationally 
prestigious Festival in the Desert, scored a worldwide 
success with their second album, Amassakoul, and since 
winning the African section of the BBC 3 World Music 
Awards 2005, have continued to charm audiences with 
their music’s trance-like beauty.
